Once you have reached the beautiful alp 
up at 1850m, a great playground, alp hut, lake and 
mountain stream are waiting for you. 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Mirror Lake and Panorama Lake 
In both of these small lakes you can find frogs, and if you 
are very patient even a salamander. Many tadpoles romp 
around at the edge of the pool and wriggle in the water. 
You can make a bet with your friends or family as to which 
animal moves first or makes it to the other side first.

Why not cook a 
sausage over an open fire at the edge of the stream?

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Grotzliweg 
Sshhh, was that a marmot? It might well be, as these can 
be found in the upper part of the ‘Grotzliweg’. What are 
‘Grotzli’ ? They are little fir trees, which never grow tall due 
to the long winter. During the tour you will keep finding little 
springs, in which you can refresh your arms and legs. You 
see butterflies, colourful flowers and on the other side of the 
valley the high mountain peaks and glacier.

It smells of hay and after a lovely day on the Alp you can 
snuggle down under your duvet. If you would like to you 
can watch the farmer milking the cows before you go to 
bed.

Maybe when you 
hear the beams creaking, you can even think up a ghost 
story. I loved listening to all the strange noises and made 
up all sorts of stories.
